1. Why maintain a healthy lake?

Lots of reasons. Lake Windermere 

is a source of drinking water. It’s 

part of a globally signifi cant wetland 

habitat. It adds to our economic well-

being — year round. And people love 

to recreate on the lake. Why do you 

appreciate a healthy lake?

2. What is a Lake Ambassador?

Lake Ambassadors help the Lake 

Windermere Project do its work. 

With their support, we can continue 

crucial water-quality monitoring 

and water stewardship work. 

Ambassadors also help us ensure that 

the offi cial lake management plan is 

respected by everyone.

3. How can I become a Lake 

Ambassador?

Any contribution makes you a Lake 

Ambassador! And it enables the 

citizens-based Lake Windermere 

Project to continue. It’s the No. 1 

way to ensure the health of Lake 

Windermere in perpetuity. And it’s an 

effective choice for people who have 

less time for stewardship work but still 

want to help. 

4. What is a typical contribution?

There is no typical contribution 

amount. In fact, there are four Lake 

Ambassador categories to choose 

from, from $1 to more than $10,000:

$1 - $999 = Bronze Ambassador

$1,000 - $4,999 = Silver Ambassador

$5,000 - $9,999 = Gold Ambassador

$10,000 & up = Platinum Ambassador
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All Ambassadors get a water-drop 

decal to display at their business, 

home or even on their vehicles. These 

show they’re Lake Ambassadors 

and encourage others to help, too. 

Donations over $50 are eligible for a 

charitable donation receipt. 

5. How much does it cost to run 

the Lake Ambassador program?

This program costs $100,000 a year to 

run. Half of the costs are covered by 

matching funds from the government 

and generous foundations—so every 

dollar you give doubles in value.

6. How can I donate?

Cheques can be made out to 

“The Lake Windermere Project, 

Ambassador program.”

7. Are there other benefi ts for 

Lake Ambassadors?

Glad you asked. Lake Ambassadors 

are invited to special occasions all 

year round. They stay up-to-date 

with an annual newsletter. They are 

seen by others as caring about Lake 

Windermere and its communities. 

Most of all, Lake Ambassadors do 

something on behalf of healthy water 

and healthy communities—two of the 

most pressing issues of our time.
